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Boxwood Blight Regulations:

What the General Quarantine Means for Producers and Retailers
Boxwood Blight, Calonectria pseudonaviculatum, is a new pest to the United States and in the Commonwealth.  It was first reported in the U.S. in 2011 and in PA in 2012.  This is a deadly disease to plants in the Buxus genus and not widely prevalent or distributed within or throughout the Commonwealth.  Therefore, a quarantine over any area found to have in production or for sale Buxus sp which may harbor Boxwood Blight, is subject to prevention of the establishment and movement of any means that can spread.
Experts are still working on how to cure this disease.
Current Quarantines

PA has established a Quarantine against Boxwood Blight, Calonectria pseudonaviculatum, moving into or through the Commonwealth.
Regulated Articles and Limitations Imposed by the Quarantine
· Any living life stage of the Boxwood Blight.

· Brush, debris, bark, or yard waste with boxwood species.

· Landscaping waste.

· Compost material
· Any vehicles used during production and/or delivery of infected material.
· All plants and plant parts.

When is the Quarantine invoked

· A positive lab sample is found for boxwood blight

· A producer is identified by PA Department of Agriculture as having produced Buxus sp positive for boxwood blight

· A retailer/landscaper has Buxus sp positive for boxwood blight

You can move these and similar items if

· Buxus sp producers enter into a systems approach for disease management approved by PDA and implement the agreed upon protocols.
· Out of state producers/shippers implement a state approved program utilizing a systems approach for disease management

· Retailers of Buxus sp enter into a Clean Boxwood Agreement with PDA.
